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Part 1: Introduction 

The Khawrai Falahi Committee UAE was established in December 2016. The purpose of the committee is to 

address the issues faced by residents of Khawrai in the United Arab Emirates and its surroundings, and to 

resolve them in a timely and professional manner. The leadership of the committee is committed to serving 

the residents of Khawrai in the United Arab Emirates and is determined to address and resolve their various 

issues promptly. 

The Khawrai Falahi Committee UAE shall abide by the articles and parts outlined below to carry out its services. 

Please note. 

 

Part 2: Charter 

Residents of Khawrai and its surroundings in the United Arab Emirates may face some serious issues that 

cannot be resolved immediately, or they may face emergencies where they require financial assistance, timely 

access to resources, and other such matters that cannot be addressed by an individual or a few people alone. 

With this premise in mind, the committee has been established and several essential components have been 

included to ensure the timely resolution of issues faced by our residents in the United Arab Emirates. The 

committee's main charter is to work on three essential aspects, including the committee member's heart 

condition, the committee member's transition, and the issue of the committee member's appendix. Detailed 

information regarding this is provided in the sections of Article 8. 



Part 3: Supreme Overseer 

Article 1: The esteemed elders and leaders of Khawrai residing in the United Arab Emirates have been given the 

title of Supreme Overseer of the committee. They shall select representatives from among the leaders of the 

committee's members, keeping in view the leaders mentioned in Section 4, Clause 4, for the presidency of the 

committee. 

Article 2: The Supreme Overseer shall consult mutually on every decision in the committee's meeting, and they 

shall consider effective decisions and methods for the members and committee members. 

 

Article 3: Any decision of the Supreme Overseer must be unanimously agreed upon by all members present in 

the Supreme Overseer's sessions. Otherwise, a decision agreed upon by half or more members will be deemed 

acceptable. 

Article 4: The Supreme Overseer shall have the complete authority to terminate the term of the elected 

president and vice president after 335 days and apply the caretaker presidency, and they shall abide by it. 

Article 5: The Supreme Overseer may extend the term of the caretaker presidency for up to 30 days maximum, 

and within 30 days, they shall elect a new president and vice president again (according to Sections 4, Articles 1 

and 2). 

Article 6: The Supreme Overseer (according to Sections 4, Articles 1 and 2) shall have the complete authority, 

through the process of active operation, to reinstate the former president and former vice president or to 

elect new president and vice president. 

 

Part 4: Caretaker and President 

Article 1: Election of President and Vice President 

Clause 1: The election of the committee president and vice president shall be included in the supreme 

overseer's top priorities. The supreme overseer shall choose either consultation or election for selecting the 

president and vice president. 

Clause 2: If more than half of the committee members object to the president/vice president elected according 

to the supreme overseer's decision, the supreme overseer shall choose the election route and bind the 

members to elect the president/vice president. 

Clause 3: Upon the election of the president/vice president, their term shall be a maximum of 335 days. Within 

30 days after 335 days, they shall be bound to organize committee leadership again (as per Section 2, Article 5). 

 

Article 2: Caretaker Presidency 

Clause 1: The Caretaker Presidency is bound to be formed through mutual consultation by the supreme 

overseer after the termination of the elected presidency's 335-day term. 

Clause 2: The Caretaker Presidency shall remain in place for a maximum of 30 days, and within 30 days, it shall 

be bound to organize committee leadership again as per the procedure mentioned in the Honorable 

Constitution. 



Clause 3: In addition to the mentioned responsibilities of the Caretaker Presidency, it shall also be bound by the 

complete authority and responsibilities of the president and vice president. 

Clause 4: The Caretaker Presidency can be elected either by the supreme overseer or by mutual agreement 

among the committee members according to the supreme overseer's decision. 

 

Part 5: Cabinet Members and Committee Members 

 

Article 1: Powers of President and Vice President 

Clause 1: The president shall have the authority to remove any office bearer at any time with valid justification 

and appoint another member in their place, but shall refrain from unnecessary use of this authority. 

Clause 2: The president cannot remove any office bearer before 15 days of their term's completion and shall 

provide at least 2 acceptable justifications for removal. 

Clause 3: The president cannot remove the vice president of the committee. 

Clause 4: In the absence of the vice president of the committee in the United Arab Emirates, the president shall 

have full authority, while not having the authority to remove any office bearer. Instead, the supreme overseer 

shall send a justification for the removal of the vice president, and the president shall be bound to accept or 

reject the suspension of the vice president according to the supreme overseer's decision. 

Clause 5: The president and vice president shall keep the committee Cabinet Members fully informed and 

provide them with necessary instructions. 

 

Article 2: Finance Team 

Clause 1: The finance team shall be responsible for the entire collection of funds, maintaining accounts of all 

types of transactions, and keeping complete records. 

Clause 2: The finance team shall submit its report to the committee by the 15th of every month, detailing the 

current funds, expenditures, and complete details of funds received by the committee. 

 

Article 3: General Secretaries 

Clause 1: General secretaries shall ensure the delivery of messages and the implementation of instructions to 

and from the president/vice president. 

Clause 2: General secretaries shall keep the committee members fully informed about the issues of the 

president and vice president, and shall ensure the committee members' adherence to the actions as per the 

clauses of the articles mentioned in the Honorable Constitution. 

Article 4: Media Team 

Clause 1: The media team shall be fully responsible for timely informing the committee members of all relevant 

information and any sudden developments. 



Clause 2: The media team shall be responsible for conveying all administrative matters, consultations, and 

necessary news to the people through social media and messages. 

 

Part 6: Funding Responsibilities 

 

Article 1: Responsibilities of Members 

Clause 1: Every member of the committee shall be obliged to inform the committee promptly in any 

unforeseen circumstances. 

Clause 2: A member of the committee whose monthly income is equal to or more than 1200 Emirati Dirhams 

shall contribute 10 Emirati Dirhams monthly to the committee. 

Clause 3: A member of the committee whose monthly income is less than 1200 Emirati Dirhams shall contribute 

5 Emirati Dirhams monthly to the committee. 

Clause 4: If any member fails to contribute to the committee's funds by the 10th of each month, they shall be 

liable to pay a fine of 5 Dirhams for every 2 days of delay until they fulfill their monthly dues. 

Clause 5: As per Article 8 of the committee's articles, each member's responsibility is to contribute to the 

committee's funds before the date specified by the committee president. 

Clause 6: A member who fails to contribute to the fund until the president's specified date can pay their dues 

without a fine for up to 5 days of delay. 

Clause 7: After the president's specified date has passed, if any member still cannot contribute to the fund, a 

fine of 5 Emirati Dirhams per day shall be imposed for an additional 5 days. 

Clause 8: If the fine of any committee member exceeds 100 Emirati Dirhams, their membership in the 

committee shall be terminated, and they shall remain indebted to the committee until they fulfill their dues. 

 

Article 2: Responsibilities of Officials and Caretaker for Funding 

Clause 1: Every official of the committee cabinet shall be obliged to contribute 20 Emirati Dirhams to the 

committee fund by the 10th of each month. 

Clause 2: If any official cannot fulfill their monthly dues, they shall be liable to pay a fine of 10 Emirati Dirhams 

per day after 5 days until they fulfill their monthly obligations. 

Clause 3: If the fine of any official exceeds 150 Emirati Dirhams, their position and membership shall be 

terminated, and they shall remain indebted to the committee until they fulfill their dues. 

Clause 4: If the term or membership of any official is terminated, they must pay 50 Emirati Dirhams to rejoin the 

committee and fulfill their remaining obligations. 

 

 

 



Part 7: Rules and Regulations 

 

Article 1: Principles and Regulations of Amendments 

Clause 1: Any aspect of the Honorable Constitution requiring any kind of amendment shall be presented to the 

committee presidency. 

Clause 2: The committee presidency shall consult its cabinet on the details of the amendment and present a 

consensus decision of at least one more than half of all members of the cabinet to the supreme seniorship. 

Clause 3: The supreme seniorship shall have complete authority to approve or revoke the amendment. 

Clause 4: The decision of the supreme seniorship must be a consensus of more than half of the total number 

listed in the seniorship roster. 

Clause 5: After the approval of the amendment, the committee presidency shall be obliged to republish the 

complete amendment in the Honorable Constitution and promptly convey the message to all committee 

members through the media team. 

 

Article 2: Guidelines for Members 

Clause 1: Members of the committee presidency shall have the complete authority to object, while abstaining 

from rebellion against the committee presidency. 

Clause 2: Members of the committee shall be obliged to present all their objections to the supreme seniorship. 

Clause 3: The decision of the supreme seniorship on any member's objection shall be considered final. 

 

Article 3: Resolution of Member's Objections 

Clause 1: The supreme seniorship shall be obliged to issue its decision on members' objections within 7 days at 

most. 

Clause 2: In case of a decision not being issued within 7 days, the matter shall be sent to the village council, and 

the final decision of the elders in the village council shall be considered definitive. 

Clause 3: Any objection contrary to the aspects of the Honorable Constitution shall be dismissed without any 

action taken. 

 

Part 8: Funds 

 

Article 1: Committee Member's Heart Attack 

Clause 1: If any member of the committee suffers a heart attack, every active member of the committee, 

regardless of their social class, shall be obligated to pay the committee 30 Emirati Dirhams. Furthermore, the 

said member shall be required to get an amount equal to the total number of active committee members 



multiplied by 30 Emirati Dirhams from the committee leadership when their medical treatment is fully covered 

by any of medical insurance. 

Clause 2: If any member of the committee suffers a heart attack, every active member of the committee, 

regardless of their social class, shall be obligated to pay the committee 60 Emirati Dirhams. Furthermore, the 

said member shall be required to get an amount equal to the total number of active committee members 

multiplied by 60 Emirati Dirhams from the committee leadership when their medical treatment is not covered 

by any of medical insurance. 

Clause 3: If any individual member of the committee suffers a heart attack, the committee shall promptly issue 

notifications for fund collection and shall be bound to utilize the funds available within the committee for the 

immediate medical treatment and necessary procedures for the said member. 

 

Article 2: Death of a Committee Member 

Clause 1: In the event of the death of any member of the committee in any part of the United Arab Emirates, 

the committee shall promptly complete all necessary paperwork to ensure the deceased's remains are 

transported to their village using the funds available within the committee. 

Clause 2: Upon the arrival of the deceased member's body at their home, the committee shall collect 100 

Emirati Dirhams from each active member and utilize this amount to cover all expenses associated with 

transporting the deceased to their village. 

Clause 3: Along with the transportation of the deceased to their home, the committee shall be obligated to 

acquire a ticket for any committee member accompanying the deceased, with the cost covered from the funds 

collected for the deceased's expenses. 

 

Article 3: Savings from Death Case Expenses 

Clause 1: After all the expenses related to the death case have been settled, the committee shall prioritize 

paying the remaining amount to the immediate family members of the deceased, beginning with the spouse, if 

applicable. 

Clause 2: In the absence of a spouse, the remaining amount shall be paid to the deceased's mother. In the 

absence of a mother, it shall be divided equally among the siblings, whether brothers or sisters. 

Clause 3: Even after collecting 100 Emirati Dirhams per member for the deceased, if the total collected amount 

falls short, the president of the committee shall have the right to demand additional funds from each member, 

not exceeding 50 Emirati Dirhams per member, or an amount less than 50 Emirati Dirhams. 

Clause 4: If a member fails to contribute additional funds as per Clause 3, after having already contributed 100 

Dirhams, the committee shall not have the authority to forcefully collect further funds from that member, as 

per the president's discretion outlined in Article 3, Clause 3. 

 

Article 4: Committee Member's Appendix Case 

Clause 1: If any member of the committee residing in any part of the United Arab Emirates faces an appendix 

case, the committee shall be obliged to collect funds from all its members at a rate of 40 Dirhams per member, 



multiplied by the total number of committee members, to be paid to the concerned individual. This obligation 

shall remain until the treatment of the individual without having medical insurance coverage. 

Clause 2: If any member of the committee residing in any part of the United Arab Emirates faces an appendix 

case, the committee shall be obliged to collect funds from all its members at a rate of 20 Dirhams per member, 

multiplied by the total number of committee members, to be paid to the concerned individual. This obligation 

shall remain until the treatment of the individual is done with any medical insurance coverage. 

 

Article 5: Arrangements for Appendix Cases 

Clause 1: Upon presentation of an appendix case of any member to the committee president, the committee 

may recommend accompanying them to the hospital and arranging for treatment by sending any member of 

the committee. 

Clause 2: Once the treatment for the appendix case is complete, the committee shall not be obliged to send 

the concerned individual back to their country/village at the committee's expense. 

 

Article 6: Appendix Fund 

Clause 1: Upon receiving the report of an appendix issue, the committee president shall be responsible for 

collecting funds. 

Clause 2: Until the appendix fund is collected, the committee shall continue the treatment of the concerned 

individual's appendix using the funds available in the committee. Furthermore, adhering to the conditions of 

(Section 8, Article 4, Clauses 1 and 2), the committee shall remain obligated to pay the remaining amount to the 

concerned individual. 

 

Article 7: Non-Presence of Committee Member in the United Arab Emirates 

Clause 1: If any member of the committee faces a heart attack, death, or appendix issue while on leave in their 

village, the committee shall be obligated to assist that member in the same manner as it would assist a 

member present in the United Arab Emirates. 

Clause 2: Every member of the committee who is in their village shall continue to benefit from the committee 

until their visa for the United Arab Emirates expires. 

Clause 3: In the event that the visa of any member of the committee expires while they are in their village, the 

committee shall terminate the membership of that member, and they shall no longer be a member of the 

committee. 

 

Clause 4: If any member of the committee is not present in the United Arab Emirates, they shall not be obliged 

to contribute to the funds, while upon their return to the United Arab Emirates, they shall be obligated to 

settle their outstanding dues within 30 days without any fines. 

 

 



Part 9: Obligations 

 

Article 1: Adherence to the Honorable Constitution 

Clause 1: The committee shall strictly adhere to the provisions outlined in the Honorable Constitution, and 

according to the Honorable Constitution, it is mandatory for any member to fully verify their issues. 

Clause 2: In the event of a member facing a heart attack or appendix issue, the committee must have written 

confirmation of the mentioned illness in the hospital reports for verification; otherwise, the committee shall 

not be obliged to assist the said person. 

Clause 3: The committee shall be responsible for publishing a detailed report of financial assistance to any 

member in accordance with the Honorable Constitution. 

 

Article 2: President/Vice President's Responsibilities 

Clause 1: The President/Vice President of the committee shall not have the authority to undertake any action 

against any part of the Honorable Constitution. 

Clause 2: The President/Vice President cannot utilize committee funds for their or their cabinet's personal 

needs. 

Clause 3: The President/Vice President cannot assist any member from the committee funds according to their 

discretion unless the said person faces an issue mentioned in the Honorable Constitution. 

Clause 4: The President/Vice President is obligated to provide a detailed account of funds to any member of the 

committee and has the right to request details at any time. 

 

Article 3: Member Responsibilities 

Clause 1: No member can request funds from the committee for personal use. 

Clause 2: Members shall abide by all provisions according to the President/Vice President's directives. 

Clause 3: Members cannot violate any part of the Honorable Constitution, otherwise, penalties may be 

imposed. 

Clause 4: No member of the committee shall be obligated to contribute to committee funds if their monthly 

income falls below 600 Emirati Dirhams or if they are not actively involved. 

Clause 5: Members have the right to present their objections to the committee's presidency in writing. 

Clause 6: Members will refrain from lodging unnecessary complaints unrelated to the committee. 

 

 

 

 



Part 10: Honorable Constitution 

 

Article 1: Violation of the Honorable Constitution 

No member or officeholder of the committee can violate any part of the Honorable Constitution. Penalties may 

be imposed as follows: 

Section 1: If members engage in any form of rebellion, they will be deemed violators of the Honorable 

Constitution and fined 500 Emirati Dirhams as punishment. 

Section 2: If members violate any aspect of the Honorable Constitution, they will be considered constitution-

violator, and fines of up to 2000 Emirati Dirhams may be imposed. 

Section 3: If any office bearer of the committee refuses to abide by any legitimate provisions of the committee 

presidency (as per the Honorable Constitution), the committee presidency shall have the authority to impose a 

fine of up to 1000 Emirati Dirhams. 

Section 4: If the committee presidency issues any decision or regulations contrary to any aspect of the 

Honorable Constitution, it shall be deemed a violation of the regulations and considered an offender of the 

Honorable Constitution. In such a case, the supreme authorities may revoke their powers, and a penalty 

ranging from 3000 to 10000 Emirati Dirhams may also be imposed. 

Section 5: No member of the committee, except for the supreme authorities and village elders, can suspend or 

revoke the Honorable Constitution of Khawrai Falahi Committee UAE. 

Section 6: Without proper justification, neither the supreme authorities nor the elders have the power to 

suspend or revoke the Honorable Constitution of Khawrai Falahi Committee UAE. 

 

Article 2: Legislation to Prevent Unauthorized Replication of the Constitution 

Section 1: All provisions within this Constitution are protected under copyright law. Therefore, copies of any 

part of it, whether by individuals or entities, is strictly prohibited. 

Section 2: Violators of this prohibition shall be subject to the full extent of legal action as per Pakistan's 

Copyright Ordinance of 1962, Section 37, and Article 20 of the Federal Law No. 7 of 2002 of the United Arab 

Emirates.
